
NATURE CENTRIC LIGHTING

The »Biological Red« light pro� le combines safety 
with biodiversity protection for particularly sensi-
tive areas, set to the environment’s natural rhythm. 
Scienti� cally based modulation of light colour and 
light intensity at di� erent times of the year and day.

Competent light that harmonises the needs of 
people and nature in a resource-saving way by 
adapting independently depending on the time 
of year and day.

WINTER     In cold winter months, when insects 
are not active, a more e�  cient light colour of 
2700 K can be used. Due to the longer duration 
of the night in winter, the energy saving potential 
is 30-40% higher when used during this time.

In zones where warm, white light at busier times is 
desired, it is also possible to change the light colour 
throughout the night. In this pro� le, during the in-
sect-active summer months the 2700 K light colour 
is only brie� y used and then switches to red light 
later at night.

3   At night, when fewer 
people are out, the light 
intensity is reduced 
again.

1   At sunset, the 
luminaire switches 
independently to 2700K 
with 100% of the 
prede� ned light output.

2   About one hour 
after dusk, the light 
colour changes to red 
and the light intensity 
is reduced.

4   About one hour 
before sunrise, the light 
colour changes to 2700 
K and the intensity is 
increased again.

SPRING TO AUTUMN     In the warmer months, 
when animals and insects are most active, red 
light is used to protect insects and biodiversity 
within their natural habitat.

THE COURSE OF A DAY
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Dette nummer af Landskab fejrer både 
de allermest erfarne og kompetente – og 
dem, der lige er gået i gang. 

To af landskabskunstens store udøvere 
har modtaget de højeste udmærkelser: 
Læs om Kristine Jensens konsistente og 
kunstneriske virke, for hvilket hun er 
tildelt C.F. Hansen Medaillen, og dyk ned 
i samtalen om ny natur og den æstetiske 
fællessans med Stig L. Andersson, der 
har modtaget Ny Carlsberg Fondets 
Hæderspris for sin betydning for dansk 
kunstliv.

Samtidig præsenterer en håndfuld 
unge nyuddannede arkitekter os for 
landskaber og byrum, som understøtter 
og udvikler fællesskaberne imellem os og 
udstikker en kurs for faget.

Hvordan ser fremtidens produktions
landskaber ud, spørger Jakob Miland-
Samuelsen. Vi må erkende, at der er brug 
for et landbrug, som ikke er baseret på 
modsætninger mellem afgrøder, dyrehold 
og forbrug, men i stedet på samarbejde 
og kompagniskab mellem arterne. For det 
er centralt, at vi adresserer separationen 
mellem os og naturen og vælger at forene 
os med vores landskaber i stedet for at 
kapitalisere på dem. 

Kun 3% af jordens areal består af 
tørveområder. Men denne beskedne 
procentdel er i stand til at lagre dobbelt 
så meget kulstof som alle vores skove. 
Tørve-økosystemet på skotske Isle of Skye 
er baseret på vand, og Alexander Westons 
landskabselementer i det storslåede 
terræn skaber en visuel aflæsning af 
vandets tilstand i landskabet. Når vi 

forstår, hvad landskabet er i stand til, 
indser vi, hvorfor vi skal værne om det. 

Hvordan sikrer vi en inkluderende by, 
hvor kvaliteterne i et område ikke tabes, 
når developere får nøglen til det, spørger 
David Kærlund Nielsen. I storbyens endnu 
ikke urbaniserede randområder finder 
de støjende og marginaliserede og det 
kommercielt udygtige et mulighedsrum. 
Nielsen organiserer fællesskabsrum, 
der kan agere markante landmærker og 
provisoriske forsamlingssteder for den 
urbane ungdom. 

Det geologiske kredsløb nedbryder 
bjerge til småsten, grus og sand for at 
blive gendannet i en evig cyklus. Ziqui 
Zhang tager udgangspunkt i, at vi i den 
antropocæne epoke har flyttet dobbelt 
så meget materiale som naturen selv. 
I Aalborg Portland omdanner Zhang 
overskudsjord til nye landskaber, og 
kridtgraven bliver poetisk pauserum og 
vidnesbyrd om vores ressourceforbrug.

Hvordan sikrer vi byrum, der 
appellerer til de mange fremfor de få, 
spørger Anne Sofie Lok og Nikoline 
Leth Jepsen. Deres Nordhavnspark er et 
antropocænt ruderat-landskab, der vil 
udvikle sig spontant og have fokus på at 
inkludere og drage omsorg på tværs af 
arter. Vandhuller, urørte zoner, selvtrådte 
stier, borgerinitierede plantepraksisser 
og dyrehold vil sammen med mobile 
fællesteder i landskabet skabe slægtskaber 
og samhørighed.

Verdener der er til at leve i

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This issue of Landskab celebrates both 
the most competent and experienced 
landscape architects and those who are 
just setting out in the profession. 

Two leading landscape architects 
recently received the highest honours: 
read about Kristine Jensen’s consistent 
artistic practice, which has been 
recognized with the C.F. Hansen Medal, 
and delve into the topics of new nature 
and our common aesthetic sense in a 
conversation with Stig L. Andersson, 
who earlier this year received the New 
Carlsberg Foundation’s Honorary Prize for 
his role in Danish art. 

Also in this issue, a handful of new 
architecture graduates introduce us to 
landscapes and urban spaces that support 
and develop our shared communities and 
set a course for the profession.  

What will our future production 
landscapes look like? asks Jakob Miland-
Samuelsen. We need agriculture that is not 
based on conflicting demands of crops, 
animal husbandry and consumption but 
instead on inter-species cooperation and 
companionship. We have to address our 
separation from nature, allying ourselves 
with our landscapes instead of exploiting 
them. 

Just 3% of earth’s landmass consists of 
peatland. However, this modest share is 
capable of storing twice as much carbon as 
all our forests put together. In the water-
reliant peatland ecosystem on Isle of Skye, 
Alexander Weston’s landscape elements 
offer a visual decoding of the state of 
wetness in the terrain. Understanding the 

true potential of the landscape helps us 
realize the need to protect it. 

How do we secure inclusive cities 
and preserve the qualities of the site 
when we invite developers in? asks 
David Kærlund Nielsen. In the not-yet 
urbanized periphery of the city, the noisy, 
the marginalized and the commercially 
unviable find a space of possibilities. 
Nielsen organizes communal spaces 
with the capacity to serve as distinctive 
landmarks and provisional gathering 
places for urban youth. 

Geological processes break mountains 
down to pebbles, gravel and sand and 
regenerates them in a never-ending 
cycle. Ziqui Zhang points out that during 
the Anthropocene Epoch so far, we 
have shifted twice as much material as 
nature itself. At Aalborg Portland, Zhang 
creates new landscapes from surplus soil, 
turning the chalk quarry lake into a poetic 
recreational space and testimony of our 
resource consumption.

How do we ensure urban spaces 
that appeal to the many rather than the 
few? ask Anne Sofie Lok and Nikoline 
Leth Jepsen. Nordhavnspark is an 
Anthropocene ruderal landscape designed 
for spontaneous development with a focus 
on inclusion and care across species. 
Ponds, untouched zones, trample paths, 
and animal husbandry combined with 
shared mobile places in the landscape will 
give rise to affinities and coexistence.
