kandidatlandskabet

Store aktuelle spgrgsmal afspejles i
mange af de undersoggelser og tilgange,
som kunne ses pa Landskabsarkitekter-
nes afgangsudstilling i september 2024.
Udstillingen var arrangeret af de land-
skabsarkitekturstuderende pa Kgbenhavns
Universitet og stottet af flere foreninger og
netveerk, der iblandt Danske Landskabsar-
kitekter og Birkholm Planteskole.

Landskab bringer et udvalg af afgangs-
opgaverne, der spaender over en bred vifte
af emner og i hgj grad er baret af metodi-
ske landskabsanalyser, indlevet stedsfor-
dybelse, lgbende afprgvninger og skitse-
rende design. Og holdninger til, hvordan
de studerende som kommende landskabs-
arkitekter vil veere med til at pavirke vores
fremtidige natursyn og klimaagenda.

Dyk ned i og folg med i projekterne,
der blandt andet viser, hvordan stignin-
gen i havniveauet ikke blot kan betragtes
som en trussel, men som en mulighed for
at omdanne det nuverende landskab og
skabe nye marine gkosystemer. Pd hvilke
mader kan vi indrette fremtidige byparker,
sa der i mgdet mellem kultur- og industri-
landskabet gives mere plads til flora og
fauna? sperger en af grupperne, mens et
andet projekt udfolder, hvordan vi kan
implementere en naturvenlig tilgang, der
indtzenker landskabets dynamik og styrker
den lokale identitet. Udgangspunktet for et
tredje projekt er spgrgsmalet om, hvilken
rolle landskabsarkitekturen kan spille i
genopbygningen af et krigsramt land.

De star sterkt, de nyuddannede - godt
rustede til at arbejde pa tveers af fagdi-
scipliner og traenede i planleegning og
forvaltning af landskaber med fokus pa
beredygtighed. Udstillingen tydeliggjorde
helt klart vigtigheden af, at kandidatstu-
derende far tid og mulighed for at udvikle
en kritisk og kunstnerisk tilgang til land-
skabsarkitekturen.

Men vi er pa vej mod et nyt kandidat-
landskab, hvor en raekke af kandidatud-
dannelser - i lighed med specialiseringen
i landskabsarkitektur pa Kebenhavns
Universitet - er i fare for at blive 1-arige.
Kandidatreformen vil kraeve, at en reekke
uddannelser skal levere to ars fagligt ind-
hold pé et ar. Det vil veere et problematisk
valg, for at udtrykke det mildt, at forkorte
studietiden for de neeste generationers
landskabsarkitekter i en ny epoke med
gron omstilling og klimaudfordringer aller-
gverst pd samfundsdagsordenen. Det er
netop de unge landskabsarkitekter, der
skal vaere med til at navigere os idennem
paradigmeskiftet i opfattelsen af os selv
og vores samspil med al slags liv. Lad os
i stedet give vores studerende de bedste
redskaber og betingelser for at opna det
steerkeste faglige fundament for fremtiden.
Tiden er pd ingen made til at udsulte kan-
didatlandskabet, tvaertimod.

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Don't starve the
educational landscape

Major current issues are reflected in
many of the investigations and approaches
that were presented at the annual Land-
scape Architects’ Graduation Exhibition in
September 2024. The event was organized
by graduating landscape architecture stu-
dents at the University of Copenhagen and
received support from several associations
and professional communities, includ-
ing the Association of Danish Landscape
Architects (DL), and the nursery Birkholm
Planteskole.

Landskab features selected projects
from the exhibition, covering a broad
range of topics with a strong representa-
tion of methodical landscape analyses,
sensitive site studies, tests and design
sketching as well as opinions about how
these budding landscape architects will
help shape our view of nature and the cli-
mate agenda in the future.

Delve into the projects and follow the
students’ studies of how rising sea levels
may be seen not just as a threat but also as
an opportunity for transforming the cur-
rent landscape and creating new marine
ecosystems. How can we design future
urban parks to facilitate an encounter
between cultural and industrial landscapes
that leaves more room for flora and fauna?
asks one group, while another project
explores how we can implement a nature-
friendly approach that considers land-
scape dynamics and supports local iden-
tity. The key focus of another project is the
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possible role of landscape architecture in
rebuilding a war-torn country.

The new graduates have a strong foun-
dation. They are well prepared to work
across disciplinary boundaries and trained
in planning and managing landscapes with
an emphasis on sustainability. The exhi-
bition clearly demonstrated the impor-
tance of giving master’s students time and
opportunity to develop a critical and artis-
tic approach to landscape architecture.

However, we are now moving towards
a new educational landscape, as many
master’s programmes - including the spe-
cialization in landscape architecture at
the University of Copenhagen - are at risk
of being reduced to one year’s duration.
This would require many programmes to
provide two years’ learning in just a single
year. Shortening the duration of studies
for the coming generations of landscape
architects in an era when the green tran-
sition and climate challenges are at the
top of the agenda would be a troubling
decision, to put it mildly. These are the
professionals who are to help us navigate
through this paradigm shift in our per-
ception of ourselves and interactions with
all sorts of life. Let us instead give our
students optimal tools and conditions for
building the strongest possible foundation
for the future. This is most definitely not
the time to starve our educational land-
scape.
